	Ensure, so far as is reasonably practicable, designers comply with duties regulations 14(a)

	Take such steps as is reasonable for the planning supervisor to take to ensure co-operation between designers regulation 14(b).


	If required be in a position to give adequate advice to client on competence and provision for health and safety by contractors regulation 14(c) (ii)).


	If required be in a position to give adequate advice to contractors on competence and provision for health and safety by designers regulation 14(c) (i)).


	Ensure pre-tender stage health and safety plan is prepared regulation 15(1) - (3)).
	If required give adequate advice to the suitability of the health and safety plan prepared by principal contractor regulation 14(C)(ii)).

	May give directions to contractors regulation 16(2)(a)).

	
	
	May make rules in the health and safety plan. If they are made they should be in writing regulation 16(2)(b) & (3)).

	
	
	So far as is reasonably practicable, ensure information is provided to contractors regulation 17(1).

	
	
	So far as is reasonably practicable, ensure contractors provide training and information to employees regulation 17(2)).

	
	
	Ensure discussions with and advice from people from work and that they are arrangements for the co-ordination of views from people from site regulation 18.

	
	
	Ensure that when arranging for any designer(s) to prepare a design they are competent and have made adequate provision for health and safety regulation 8(2) & 9(2).

	
	
	Ensure that when arranging for any contractor(s) to carry out or manage construction work they are competent and have made adequate provision for health and safety regulation 8(3) a& 9(3).
